This group met on Thursday nights from 6-7 at the Dimond Park Field House from October ï February. As of 
right now, close to fifty players have signed up for this enthusiastic age-group! Focusing on individual 
technique within age-appropriate, challenging yet fun soccer activities/games, the development of the players 
has increased dramatically. With a little stoppage for the months of March and April, we have started up again 
in May and look forward to providing additional opportunities for this age group once the school year ends.  
Cost: $25 a month, with a maximum cost of $100. 

 

 

Over the past three years weôve continued to expand our programs to the 
younger ages. In that time weôve added a U10-U11 program, which has one 
skills session and one practice session a week, a U8-U9 program and U6-U7 
Academy. This year we went one age-group lower and added U5 into our 
Academy. We are very excited about the enthusiasm that these new 
programs have brought to the club and we look forward to continuing them in 
the future with our qualified staff. The addition of programs such as these is 
a national trend. We are proud of the fact that we can provide a National 
Youth licensed / United States Soccer Federation óAô licensed coach to head 
up these programs. This allows us to provide challenging, yet age-
appropriate training for our members, based on recommendations from our 
national soccer organizations.
